For earphones: Connectors with locking screws must have screws face outwards.
Connectors without locking screws and have heatshrinks must have the logos face outwards.

Once connected, avoid repeated removal and insertion of adapter unless absolutely necessary.

Adapters work best and last longer when it is not heavily abused, bent, pulled, twisted, or dropped.

BLUETOOTH

1. To activate and search for new devices:
iDevices | Seftings > General > Bluetooth > On
Android | Settings > Bluetooth > On > Scan for devices
Windows | Settings > Bluetooth > On

2. Power on both adapters by holding down O button.

[Note: By default, both will automatically enter pairing mode independently (monaural).
For master/slave (binaural) pairing, hold + and O buttons on both adapters until one flashes
red/blue and the other flashes blue.]

3. ‘PS-TWS’ will appear on the screen. Select device to accept pairing.
[Note: Enter 0000 in the event that your device asks for a passcode.]

4. Once paired, LED will turn blue to indicate paired connection.

5. [Optional] Press O button 3 times on any side to enter pairing mode for a 2nd device.
LED will flash red and blue and will change back to turn blue once device is paired.

SUGGESTIONS

If you are using it for the first time, power on by holding down O button.

It will enter into pairing mode automatically if blue and red start flashing (or hold + and O buttons
together for master/slave). Once you've connected your first device, press O button three times to
pair a second device. TWS adapters can pair up to TWO devices via bluetooth per side, depending

on mode.

If you already paired two devices and want to replace with a new device, you can hold +
and - buttons to remove clear pair list o start a new list or you can manually remove
‘PS-TWS’ from your source under device settings.

Prior to first use, we recommend charging your adapters but you can pair and starting listening

immediately. Use the included type C to Type A cable or any cable, as long as it supports charge

and data functions. You may plug into computers, adapters, external battery packs, etc. You can

continue to use TWS adapters while it charges. [Note: If you do so, it may take a bit longer to fully
charge.]



SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

Do not place very heavy objects over the adapters.
Avoid places with moisture, dust, or smoke.

Never attempt to repair or open the modules yourself. Doing so will void your warranty.
